WASHINGTON, SEPT 11/--
/A group of US lawmakers,
including Indian-American
Congresswoman Pramila
Jayapal, has introduced a
resolution in the House of
Representatives to call out
the hatred, xenophobia, and
racism that plagued Arab,
Muslim, South Asian and
Sikh communities across
Americafollowing the 9/11
terror attack.

The September 11
attacks, commonly known
as 9/11, were four
coordinated Islamist
suicide terrorist attacks
carried out by al-Qaeda
against the United States in
2001, killing nearly 3,000
people.

Arab, Muslim, Middle
Eastern, South Asian, and
Sikh communities have long
experienced discrimination
and violence in the US,
which intensified after the
attacks. Justduring the first
month after the attack,
community organisations
documented 945 incidents
of bias and hate against
Americans perceived to be
of Middle Eastern or South
Asian descent.

This climate of hate also
led to bullying and violence
in their everyday lives and

9/11 attacks, recognising
the tragedy and calling out
the hatred, xenophobia, and
racism that occurred
following the attack.

"On September 11th,
2001, we lost thousands of
lives to the worst terrorist
attack to ever happen on
American soil. Nearly 3,000
lives were lost in the attack
and more than 4,500 others
have died since from related
illnesses this day
irrevocably changed our
country and its impact is
still felt," Jayapal said.

"As we mark this tragic
day, we must also reflect on
the lasting damages faced
by Arab, Muslim, Middle
Eastern, South Asian, and
Sikh communities in the

aftermath,” the us
representative from
Washington's 7th

congressional district said.

The murders of Balbir
Singh Sodhi, Waqgar Hassan,
and Adel Karas in the days
following the attack were
shocking displays of hatred,
she said.

ISLAMABAD, SEPT 11/--/Pakistan's jailed former
prime minister Imran Khan on Monday filed a petition
in a special court seeking contempt of court
proceedings against the Attock jail superintendent for
allegedly denying him permission to speak to his sons
over the phone, according to a media report.Khan, 70,
isin judicial custody till September 13 in the cipher
case for allegedly disclosing state secrets. He has been
incarcerated in the Attock prison since his arrest on
August 5 after atrial convicted him in the Toshakhana
corruption case.

Last month, the Pakistan Tehreek-e-Insaf (PTI)
chief was granted permission by the special court,
formed to hear cases registered under the Official
Secrets Act, to speak to his sons - Qasim and Sulaiman.

However, Khan in the petition sought contempt of
court proceedings against the Attock jail
superintendent for violating the court's order, Geo
News reported.In the petition, Khan claimed that jail
officials denied him permission to have telephonic
conversations with his sons on the pretext that he was
held under the Secrets Act. Judge Abual Hasnat
Zulgarnain issued notice to Superintendent Attock Jail
Arif Shehzad and sought a report on the
implementation of the court's order on September 15.

The purported cipher (secret diplomatic cable)
contained an account of a meeting between US State
Department officials, including Assistant Secretary of
State for the Bureau of South and Central Asian
Affairs Donald Lu, and Pakistani envoy Asad Majeed
Khan last year.

Of late, Khan has come under increased scrutiny
following the publication of a purported copy of the
secret cable by the US media outlet The Intercept, with
many in the previous government led by Shehbaz
Sharif pointing fingers at the PTI chief for being the
source of the leak.

A division bench comprising Islamabad High
Court (IHC) Chief Justice Aamir Farooq and Justice
Tariqg Mehmood Jahangiri on Wednesday suspended
Khan's three-year sentence in Toshakhana corruption
and ordered his release from the jail in Punjab
province. But he remained in jail after a special court
last month extended till September 13 the judicial
remand of Imran Khan in the cipher case.

Earlier, Khan, through his lawyers had filed a
petition before Judge Zulgarnain seeking permission
to talk to his sons Qasim and Sulaiman living in
London with their mother on the telephone.

The judge had directed the Attock Jail officials to
make arrangements for the father to speak to the sons
over the phone.

Geo News mentioned how the government of
Imran Khan in 2018 did not allow former prime
minister Nawaz Sharif to speak to his ailing wife who
was then battling cancer in a London hospital. Begum
Kulsoom Nawaz passed away in September 2018 in the
UK capital. (PTI)

The fabric of our nation
was changed indelibly.
Sadly, in the wake of these
attacks, the people in power

betrayed our democratic
ideals through mass
surveillance, torture,

indefinite detention, wars
of aggression, and rampant
violations of civil liberties.
Muslim, Arab, Sikh and
South Asian Americans
across the country were
viewed with suspicion,

harassed, and even
detained based solely on
their identity, she said.

"As we mark the
anniversary of these
horrific attacks, we must
learn from these mistakes.
We must acknowledge that
our strength as a nation
ultimately comes from our
ideals religious freedom,
freedom of speech, freedom
from unlawful detention,
equality before the law and
democracy. This resolution
is a critical first step to
acknowledging these past
harms and beginning to
heal," she said.

"In the years since 9/11,
our Arab, Muslim, Middle
Eastern, South Asian, and
Sikh communities have
endured persistent racism,
xenophobia, and

discrimination. It'slong past
time for our government to
acknowledge the trauma it
has and continues to inflict
onourcommunitiesthrough
the harmful policies, racial
profiling, and unjust
targeting of so many of our
neighbours," said
Congresswoman Tlaib.

The road to truth and
reconciliation is long, but
this resolution is the first
step towards the justice and
healing that our
communities deserve, she
said.

The attacks on
September 11th were
attacks on the whole of
America, and in the days
and weeks that followed,
the country came closer
together. But many in the
Muslim, Middle Eastern,
Arab, Sikh, and South Asian
communities were
excluded from that unity
and instead became subject
toan increasing atmosphere
of suspicion, xenophobia,
and violence, said
Congresswoman Chu.

Congressman Carson
said the resolution calls for

community-based
app roach to reduce acts of
hate, support Muslim
Americans, and help our
entire country continue to
move forward."

The resolution put
forward a series of
recommendations to

support those affected by
the hateful profiling and
targeting that has occurred
during the 20 years since the
September 11 attacks.

The recommendations
include a call for the
creation of an interagency
task force to work with
community-based
organisations to review
government policies,
investigate and document
their impact, and dismantle
those policies that continue
to profile and unfairly target
these communities and
hearings by congressional
and civil rights bodies to
explore the findings and
recommendations of this
interagency task force in
consultation with and
centring community-based
organisations.

They called for
supporting allocating
resources to community-
based organisations outside
and independent of law
enforcement that centre the
experiences and demands
of Arab, Muslim, Middle
Eastern, South Asian, and
Sikh communities.

Other recommendations
include calling on the
Secretary of Health and
Human Services, the
National Institute of Health,
and the National Science

Foundation towork together
to study the impact of hate,
government  targeting,
political rhetoric, and
profiling on physical and
mental health.

The government also
targeted Arab, Muslim,

Middle Eastern, South
Asian, and Sikh
communities with
overreaching policing,
surveillance, and

criminalisation policiesthat
resulted in wrongful
interrogation, coercion,
detention, deportation,
arrest, and incarceration, a
statement by Jayapal's
office said.

Principles like due
process, presumption of
innocence, and evidence of
wrongdoing were replaced
with humiliation, mob
mentality, and guilt by
association. Border officials
and government authorities
also cast aside
constitutional rights and
engaged in discriminatory
searches and seizures, it

said.
This hate and
government targeting

impacted the ability of
these communities to
exercise their
constitutionally protected
rights including to organize,
speak, travel, and worship
freely.

Several organisations
like the Muslim Justice
League; The Sikh Coalition
and the Sikh American

Legal Defense and
Education Fund (SALDEF)
have endorsed the

Biden highlights business deals
and pays respects at John McCain
memorial to wrap up Vietnam visit

HANOI, SEPT 11/--/
President Joe Biden closed
a visit to Vietnam on
Monday by spotlighting
new business deals and
partnerships between the
two countries and paying
respects at a memorial
honouring his late friend
and colleague Sen John
McCain, who endured a
lengthy incarceration
during the Vietnam War.

Biden met with Prime
Minister Pham Minh Ch nh,
who also accompanied the
president toaquick drop by
at a meeting of American
and Vietnamese business
leaders. Biden also sat down
with President V Van
Thuong, who hosted the US
president for a state
luncheon of steamed
codfish and Hanoian beef
noodle soup.

Biden spoke about
strengthening Vietnam's
semiconductor industry and
his administration's
commitment to an open
Pacific. "My message today
isquite simple. Let's keep it
up,” Biden told the CEOs.
"We need to develop and
drive our collaboration, We
need to forge new
partnerships." The prime
minister also stressed the
need to improve cooperation
and said "the sky is the limit"
for the expanding U.S.-
Vietnam relationship.

"We truly wish to
receive strong political
commitment from the U.S.
government including you,
Mr. President, who has had
great affection for Vietnam,"
the prime minister said.

Highlights of the major
deals announced by the
White House during Biden's
first-ever visit to Vietnam
include U.S.-based Boeing's
USD 7.5 billion deal with
Vietnam Airlines to buy
about 50 aircraft and
Arizona-based Amkor

Technology's plans for a
USD 1.6 billion factory in
Bac Ninh Province.

The White House also
said the administration
would help "build
Vietnamese capacity to fight
regional and international
transnational crime,"”
including targeting illegal,
unreported and unregulated
fishing. China has been
locked in long-running
territorial conflicts with
Vietnam, along with the
Philippines, Malaysia and
Brunei, as Beijing claims
waters in the other nations'
exclusive economic zone.

Biden arrived in
Vietnam on Sunday and met
with Nguyen Ph Trong,
general secretary of the
Communist Party of
Vietnam. Trong formally
announced Vietnam had
elevated the U.S. to its
highest diplomatic status,
comprehensive strategic
partner. Biden said the shift
demonstrated how far
bilateral relations had
evolved from the "bitter
past" of the Vietnam War.

At the same time, Biden
insisted that his roughly 24-
hour visit was not about
trying to starta"cold war"
with Chinabutwas partofa
broader effort to improve
global stability by building
relationships throughout
Asia, including with
Vietnam, at a time of
tensions with Beijing.

Before departing, Biden
visited the John Sidney
McCain Il Memorial near
the site where, as a 31-year-
old Navy lieutenant
commander, McCain's
Skyhawk dive bomber was
shot down by the North
Vietnamese. Both sides
exchanged documents
Monday on unaccounted
U.S. service members and
Vietnamese soldiers.

The harrowing 1967
incident began a more than
five-year ordeal that
became the defining
moment for the future
Republican senator from
Arizona and two-time
presidential candidate.

After six weeks in the
hospital, McCain, who had
lost about one-third of his
weight, was transferred to a
prison cell. After a brief

time with cellmates,
McCain, the son and
grandson of four-star

admirals, began two years
insolitary confinementina
10-by-10 foot (3-by-3 meter)
room.

At one point, McCain's
captors asked if he wanted
togo home, butitwasatrick
question. The U.S. military's
code of conduct required
prisoners to be released in

the order they were
detained. The North
Vietnamese wanted to make
a show of releasing McCain
early as his father assumed
command over the Pacific.
McCain refused.

For four days after he
refused release, McCain
was beaten every two to
three hours by 10 guards.
Filled with thoughts of
suicide, McCain broke and
agreed to sign an anti-U.S.
propaganda statement
confessingto "black crimes."
He later wrote: "I had
learned what we all learned
over there: Every man has
his breaking point. | had
reached mine."

It was the last time
McCain would break. He
refused to sign any other
statements or meet with
visiting American anti-war
activists. Eventually,
McCain was removed from
solitary confinement and
mingled with other U.S.
prisoners of war. He was
released on March 14, 1973.

McCain returned home,
retired from the Navy in
1981, moved to Arizona and
launched a political career.

Korean capital of Pyongyang on Sunday evening and that
a Kim-Putin meeting is possible as early as Tuesday.The
Yonhap news agency and some other media published
similar reports. Japan's Kyodo news agency cited Russian
officials as saying that Kim was possibly heading for Russia
in his personal train.South Korea's Presidential Office,
Defense Ministry and National Intelligence Service didn't
immediately confirm those details.
