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Analysis of Engineering Exports during March, 2014 
April 21, 2014 

 
Engineering exports had fallen by -3.54% in February 2014 over February 2013. Fortunately, 
there was a revival in March 2014 to3.94% resulting in engineering exports meeting the target of 
USD 62 in 2013-14. Engineering exports during 2013-14 grew by 9.58% to USD 62.26 billion 
over USD 56.82 billion recorded in 2012-13. In terms of quarterly growth, the third quarter of 
2013-14 recorded the best growth followed by second and third quarter while the first quarter 
was in the red.  
 
The export performance in terms of growth rate and absolute figures recorded by the 
engineering sector in the current fiscal 2013-2014 vis-à-vis 2012-2013 is shown in the Table 
below :
