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The engineering sector is clearly leading the rebound in India’s overall exports. With an
impressive rise of 37 per cent increase in January, 2014, as compared to January 2013, the sector
is set to emerge as the largest contributor to the country’s total exports basket. This means that
engineering exports in January 2013 was USD 4.47 billion, which scaled to USD 6.14 billion in
January 2014. Thus, the total exports during April-January 2013-2014 is USD 50.58 billion as
opposed to USD 45.85 billion which is growth of 10.33% overall.
